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Notes: THE FOREIGN LANGUAGE courses are English, Japanese, German, and Korean. Both freshmen and sophomores can choose
one language out of the four for study. For FOREIGN LANGUAGE | and FOREIGN LANGUAGE I, students may select the same
or a different language; however, neither of these courses should be taken more than once. Students from the School of Foreign
Languages and Cultures are not allowed to choose their major language when taking FOREIGN LANGUAGE courses. Likewise,
international students and overseas Chinese students are not allowed to choose their native language or the language of their resident
country when taking FOREIGN LANGUAGE courses.
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
